$150/year

year once the initial membership fee is paid.
Note: "composition discussion” permits as much discussion and revision to any one piece
for as long as a student wishes to continue the dialogue.

Responsibilities for participating teachers and students:
- Agree and adhere to online mentoring guidelines (available on website)
- Post one critique per month on a composition from another school
- Attend 2 full day professional development workshops
- Complete information requested by our project evaluators or coordinator
- Check e-mail and password protected web site regularly
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
